The Awards are aimed at those 

who have carried out predominantly voluntary work to enhance the arts at the community level. The Awards will be 

presented at Arts Waikato’s annual Scholarship Awards Evening on 15 May, 2009.

• Up to five awards are to be made this year, the number to be decided by the selection panel on receipt of the 

nominations. 

• The selection panel is comprised of Arts Waikato trustees and staff. 

• The decision of the selection panel is final and no correspondence will be entered into. 

• Nominations which are unsuccessful in any one year may be resubmitted in subsequent years. 

• Nominations made in previous years are not automatically carried forward, and fresh nominations should be
